Oilers Reading Contest – Cause and Consequence Activity Sheet

Event:  Your class wants to enter a contest to win free tickets to an Oiler's hockey game. Everyone in the class has to participate, and together you have to read a certain number of books.  
1. Organize the following events into one of the identified categories by placing the correct letter beside each: 

CAUSES (C), ANTECEDENT EVENTS(A), CONSEQUENCES (CON) and                    SUBSEQUENT EVENTS (S).

3. Identify the above possible reasons as a type of cause (e.g. economic (E), political(P), psychological(PS), environmental(EN), cultural(C), other(O)).
4. Create a Mind Map showing causes and consequences of the Oiler’s Reading Contest.  Show your understanding of the various causes of the contest, and consequences of the contest.  You may use any information gathered in questions 1-3 above, and add other ideas you may have.  The Mind Map is to be created as instructed below (Adapted from http//www.buzancentres.com/EN/index.html):

a. Use a white sheet of paper in the landscape format.

b. Use five different colors (minimum).  Use one color for CAUSE, a second color for ANTECEDENT EVENTS, a third color for CONSEQUENCE, a fourth color for SUBSEQUENT EVENTS, and a fifth color for LINKING IDEAS.

c. You may use images, key words, and codes to create your Mind Map.  You may use different fonts and both upper/lower case letters.  Each word/image must be on its own line (the line must be the same length as the word or image).
d. Make lines closest to the center thicker, wavy and flowing, becoming thinner the further they get from the center.

e. Connect ideas and show important points by emphasizing through presentation.

f. Be original...develop your own style!

g. Edit, reorganize, make more beautiful, elaborate and clarify to hand in a final, finished product. 
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
