	Sympathizers provided safe houses.

	Many days of travel with little food or shelter. 
	Traders were encouraged to get more slaves. 

	Travelled at night to avoid being captured by bounty hunters. 
	Slaves sang about freedom. 
	Europeans made money from capturing Africans. 
	Slaves feared for their lives. 

	Those who helped slaves escape could be caught. 
	Conductors and sympathizers could be penalized.
	Lived in newly established communities as free people. 
	Start over in a new land.
