Distinguishing Events – The Cinderella Story

To help students distinguish causes from antecedents and consequences from after the fact events have students consider the list of events associated with the fairy tale of Cinderella.

• Cinderella is mistreated by her step-mother and step-sisters.

• Cinderella is not allowed to go to the ball.

• The fairy godmother magically makes Cinderella a gown and carriage so she can go to the ball, but warns her that they will change back into their normal material after midnight.

• Cinderella meets the pPrince at the ball.

• Cinderella and the Prince dance.

• the Prince falls in love with Cinderella

• as the time approaches midnight, Cinderella flees the ball before the magical spell ends but loses her slipper which is found by the pPrince.

• the Prince scours the kingdom looking for the person’s foot that fits the shoe.

• the Prince discovers that Cinderella’s foot fits the shoe.

• Cinderella and the Prince get married and live happily ever after.

• Cinderella is free from the poor treatment of her step mother and step sisters.

• the Prince is crowned King.

Have students categorize the list of events associated with the marriage of Cinderella and the Prince. Events should be categorized as causes, antecedent events, consequences and after the fact events.
